This instruction itself is formatted as an JCM2016 final paper. The font used in this Template is Times. Do not use other similar fonts. 

Author names are written in 10 pt, Alignment left. Use author style for automatic formatting. Affiliation of authors is written in 8.5 pt, Alignment left. Use Affiliation style. Abstract is written in 10 pt, justified. Use abstract style.

The paper should contain an abstract, an introduction, a main text, conclusions, and references.

The title of the paper should be written in 16 pt bold, Alignment left. Use title style. Section titles are 12pt bold, alignment left and are subtitle style. Subsection titles are 12pt bold italic, alignment left and subsubtitle style. The following standard numbering is prescribed: 2, 2.1, 2.2 etc. Instead of simply listing headings of different levels we recommend to let every heading be followed by at least a short passage of text.
